        Guidelines for Class Participation

+ Daily participation in the foreign language is necessary to master the listening and speaking objectives; therefore it is a component of the class grade.

+ Spanish is the language of the classroom and should be used all times.

“A”   always takes initiative to model for other students by using new/familiar material in creative ways, volunteers all the time, and is on task during all activities. Demonstrates a positive attitude toward the Spanish language, culture and peers. Works well in groups and with a partner. Has required materials daily.

“B”     sometimes takes initiative to model for other students by using new/familiar material in creative ways, volunteers most of the time, and is on task during all activities. Demonstrates a positive attitude toward the Spanish language, culture and peers. Works well in groups or with a partner. Has required materials daily.

“C”     usually gives only “safe” answers or waits until others have modeled feedback, sometimes volunteer, will try if given prompts, cues, and/or teacher/peer assistance, and is on task during most activities. Demonstrates a positive attitude toward the Spanish language, culture and peers. Works well in groups or with a partner. Has required materials often.

“D”     gives only “safe” feedback (such as homework answers or familiar material), seldom volunteers, will try if given prompts, cues, and/or teacher/peer assistance, and is passive during activities. Makes a minimal effort to speak in Spanish and to work in groups or with a partner. Demonstrates signs of a negative attitude toward the Spanish class. Has trouble bringing required materials. 

“E”      makes no attempt to take risks, never volunteers, does not respond to cues, prompts, or teacher/peer assistance, and is passive during most/all activities. Refuses to work on groups or with a partner. Demonstrates an ongoing negative attitude toward the Spanish language, culture, and peers. Has trouble bringing required materials.
