All students in Math 2 will take common assessments taken by every student in Math 2(formative, summative quizzes and tests). 
Summative Assessments are grades that can be seen in PowerSchool, and is used to calculate the term average. The purpose is to determine mastery of the curriculum standards. Students will have three types of summative assessments: quizzes, tests, and projects. Quizzes may be retaken for full credit provided they score at least a 40% on initial quiz. Tests cannot be retaken and no notes can be used on tests. Tests will be curved based on teacher discretion. Projects will be major test grades and will have more than ample time to complete.
Formative assessments will be given through homework. You will receive up to 10-20%% of the total available points each 6 weeks for the completion of homework. You may turn homework in for full credit throughout the 6 weeks, until the term date is given.  
Benchmark assessments will be given throughout the year and are formative assessments; it is used to determine progress throughout the course. 
This course will have an NC Final Exam, which is required for graduation of high school. It requires the following break down of your grades:
