· Take steps to protect yourself from the unexpected (fraud, insurance, etc.)

Throughout the semester, students will learn through scenarios, technology, and ongoing dialogue inside of the classroom. They will complete numerous projects that require them to apply what they are learning to their present and future financial life. A credential will be offered through Everfi-an online finance course. A state final exam is required in this course.

Your grade will be based on a total points scale and will follow the grade scale for ECHS. Daily assignments, projects, and assessments will be combined to calculate a final grade. Students have 3 days to turn in late or missing assignments.
