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Compacted Math Syllabus 
2019-2020
Course Description:
Compacted Math prepares students for High School Math 1.  Students will learn how to reason and formulate mathematical ideas using expressions and equations.  Students will also be expected to solve linear equations and linear systems of equations.  Students will be introduced to the concept of mathematical functions and the use of functions to describe qualitative relationships.  Two- and three-dimensional space and figures will be studied using distance, angles, similarity, and congruence, as well as understanding and applying the Pythagorean Theorem.

Grading Policy:

· General Policies:

· ALL WORK MUST BE SHOWN FOR FULL CREDIT.  Work must be neat, organized, and done beside the corresponding problem.  
· All Work submitted must include the student’s name, date, and block in the top right-hand corner.

· Technology crisis will not be accepted as an excuse for not completing assignments. 

· 45% - Formal Assessments: 
· Formal Tests (announced).
· Tests will be worth 200 points; cumulative.
· Please note students will have the class period to finish tests, unless you have proper documentation allowing for additional time.
· Formal Projects (announced).
· 35% - Quizzes:
· Quizzes shall be 20-100 points.

· Quizzes shall be given at any time throughout the year. 
· Quizzes may be announced or unannounced. 
· Please note students will have the class period to finish tests, unless you have proper documentation allowing for additional time. 

· 20% - Classwork/Homework: 
· Classwork:  A variety of classwork, notebook checks, class participation, weekly word problems, mental math, and individual or group activities may be collected for grading purposes.  

· All notes will be kept in chronological order.  
· Notes will randomly be collected and graded; a complete set of notes will include the following items:

· Date at the top of the paper

· Warm up 

· Notes/classwork

· Homework

· Homework: It is very important that each student practices math problems as practice is a proven method to learn how to solve problems correctly.  
· Homework shall be assigned on a daily basis.  
· Each assignment is worth 10 points (unless otherwise indicated when announced/assigned). 
· Most often, homework will be graded based on completion, though some assignments may be graded on accuracy (as indicated when announced/assigned). 
· The student must have the assignment in class when checked.

· The assignment must be completed in pencil.

· It is expected that each student ATTEMPTS each and every problem, no matter the difficulty.  Attempting each problem will support that the student is using critical thinking skills taught and communicated during class.  

· Late Homework:

· Students who do not turn in homework assignments on time or homework that was not completed following the homework policies will receive a grade of zero for the assignment.  

· If an assignment is submitted LATE (submitted into the “late/absent” bin), the maximum score a student can receive is 70% if the assignment is submitted prior to the associated unit test.  

· A 0% score will be assessed for all assignments not submitted after the associated unit test is executed.  
· Extra Credit: 
· Extra credit will be specific assignments made available to the entire class. 
· Students should take advantage of extra credit opportunities, as they are designed to develop study skills and reinforce concepts in addition to improving a student’s grade.  
· Individual extra credit assignments will not be provided.  
Tutoring:  

· Tutoring sessions will be on Thursday mornings from 8:00-8:30 AM for extra assistance, as needed, and subject to availability.  
· Students should come prepared to tutoring sessions with questions and topics where they need improvement.  
· Tutoring is a time to point out notes and/or homework problems students do not understand so assistance can be rendered.  
· Tutoring is NOT a time to complete homework.  
· Tutoring sessions may be used to make-up quizzes and tests.  
Absence/Make-up Procedure: 
· It is each student’s responsibility to complete make-up work and submit the completed product on their own volition.  

· Students’ responsibilities upon returning to school following an absence include the following:
1. Check Canvas and determine the assignment(s) missed.

2. Refer to a friend’s classroom notes and arrange a time to copy the notes.

3. Hand in any homework that was due on the day of the absence to the “late/absent” bin.

4. If a quiz/test was missed, please see me to make arrangements to make-up the quiz/test(s).

· Students have two days for each day an absence is recorded to complete and submit incomplete assignments before a zero (0) is recorded in the gradebook. 
Classroom Expectations:  

· Students are expected to perform the following in preparation for and/or during class:
1. Come to class on time and be prepared with all materials and supplies.

2. Know multiplication facts through 12.

3. Go to the restroom, sharpen pencils, and be in assigned seats before class starts.

4. Stay in assigned seats unless permission has otherwise been granted.

5. Have NO food, candy, gum, or drinks - except water.

6. Do not talk when the teacher or another student is talking.

7. Understand the motto “If it is not yours, do not touch it”.

8. Leave cell phones inside lockers (unless otherwise directed).
9. Remember that the teacher dismisses the class.

· Consequences for not performing the above:
Level 1 Consequence:  Warning/Redirection.
Level 2 Consequence:  Lunch detention and contact guardian(s); possible seat change.
· Behavior that is not conducive to a successful learning environment will not be tolerated. Students will be given every chance to redeem themselves after each disciplinary action.  If students make the decision to continue to not follow procedures, a more demanding consequence may be deemed required.  

· Please note that a student may receive a warning but the severity of the disruption will determine the consequence.  If the student causes a severe disruption, they may immediately be removed from the classroom and be sent to the Administrators Office for proper consequences.
