Course Description:
In this course, students are introduced to the fashion and merchandising industries. Students acquire transferable knowledge and skills among the concepts of the business of fashion, fashion promotion events, the evolution and movement of fashion, the fashion industry, career development, merchandising of fashion, and the selling of fashion. Mathematics and science are reinforced. Fashion merchandising students are encouraged to join the CHS DECA club (an association for Marketing Education students) and participate in competitive events, community service, and leadership activities to apply essential standards and workplace readiness skills through authentic experiences.
