My Philosophy

Behavior Guidelines

Rules:

· Raise hand for permission to speak.

· Be in seats before the bell rings.

· Pledge your honor to neither give nor receive aid on any assignment
· Computers may be used appropriately when instructed to do so. Otherwise, they must be closed. The student accepts responsibility for his /her own actions.

Procedures:

· Place backpacks, purses, and underneath your desk or feet when sitting in class-NOT IN THE AISLES. 
· Get started on the warm up as soon as you take your seat, even if the bell has not rung.

· Get make up work after absence.

· Remember to sign in and out upon leaving for restroom, office, etc.

Consequences:

· 1st offense: warning

· 2nd offense: 15 minute detention before or after school

· 3rd offense: parent contact and additional 15 minutes of detention, totaling 30 minutes

· 4th offense: office referral

Grading policy

I grade on a point system.  A total of the points a student receives divided by the total points assigned will determine the student grade.
1. Homework and classwork is worth a total of 10 points completed. Partial completion receives 5 points.  Failure to complete homework results in a zero (0). 

2. Quizzes are worth 15-70 points. Often, students will help me decide or it may be based on the number of questions or importance of material covered.

3. Projects will typically be worth 100 points unless otherwise stated. A rubric will ALWAYS be provided to the student.

4. Tests will always be worth 100 points and the format will be given to the students the week prior. I will vary the format (fill in the blank, short answer, multiple choice, matching, etc.) to assist in various learning styles. 

Make- up Policy 
According to UCPS policy, students have 2 days to make up work missed after an absence. Work not made up during this time will result in a zero. This is the students’ responsibility. I have a schedule on my door at all times for students to sign up for make up times. Please review this procedure with your child. No exceptions will be made. 
Tardy Policy

Students should not be tardy without a note. They miss a great deal of class at the very beginning. However, for unexcused absences, follow the policy in the student handbook.

Study Skills

Each student in encouraged to utilize all the available resources to help them succeed in my class. There are many valuable resources online, before and after school tutoring, mnemonic devices, lists to study, and parents who can help.
