Daily Routine:

· Get out your homework, sharpened pencil, and red pen before class begins

· Everyday will begin with warm-up questions in your warm-up journal (50p spiral notebook)
· Update your agenda by writing in homework assignments

· Read the lesson in the textbook for today’s material

Absenteeism:

When you are absent from class, you are responsible for all work missed.  I follow the Union County policy of 2 days for every day absent for make-up work.  In the event of a missed test or quiz, it is your responsibility to come to me to schedule a make-up time.  I keep an absent agenda for assignments and handouts accessible for absent students in a designated spot in the classroom.  To help with making up missed work I suggest you get the phone number and/or email address of a responsible classmate.  I will not ask you for, or remind you about make-up work.

Homework:

Homework will consist of daily assignments and weekly assignments. Weekly assignments will help you to review topics, continually throughout the year, in preparation for the comprehensive seventh grade End-of-Grade Test.  All work is to be completed with a pencil.  Homework is to be completed outside of class and is estimated to take 20-30 minutes daily. You must show all of your work and submit it on its due date to receive credit.  I will assign a zero for work not completed and submitted on time. You are required to put your name on all assignments.

Graded Quizzes & Tests:

All graded quizzes and tests throughout the school year will be sent home to be corrected and to get signed by your parent(s). Corrections can be done using notes and the textbook. The goal is to learn from your errors so you will be ready for all upcoming quizzes, tests and the comprehensive end of year test. I consider making corrections and getting it signed as an assignment and a way to keep everyone informed. 

Agenda:

You are required to carry your agenda everyday all day.  This is an important organizational tool and it will also aide in communication.  You are expected to enter all assignments into your agenda.  Students must have their agenda signed to use as a pass to leave the room. We encourage you to utilize the bathrooms during passing time and team time.

Communication:

Progress reports for all students will be available through NC Power School and report cards will be sent home after 6 weeks.  All report cards must be signed and returned to school promptly.
